Undamaged by Katrina, ‘the 
Quarter’ has its own carnival-
like atmosphere every day. Even 
early in the morning you will see 
people walking the streets – not 
sipping coffee, but gulping beer! 

But, if you want your morn-
ing java, make sure to go to 
Café du Monde. You can enjoy 
chicory flavored coffee and fresh 
beignets while watching the vast 
array of people going by.

A short walk from the French 
Quarter is the Louisiana Super-
dome, home to both the NFL’s 
New Orleans Saints and the 

Tulane University football team. 
The Superdome is the largest 
fixed domed structure in the 
world, its steel frame covering 
a thirteen-acre expanse under a 
273-foot dome. The tour of the 
facility is amazing.

After all the walking you will 
be hungry and thirsty. While 
New Orleans is renowned for 
its cuisine, it is definitely not 
the easiest place for the tour-
ist who keeps kosher. Only 
two kosher restaurants remain 
since Katrina. Both are located 
in Metairie, about 20 minutes 
from the French Quarter. 

There you can dine on kosher 

versions of local specialties, 
including jambalaya, etoufee, 
and gumbo. I found, to my 
great delight, that asking for a 
vegetarian dish at the regular 
restaurants did reap some very 
delicious dinners. 

An important reminder for 
those planning a visit …bring an 
umbrella. Rain comes suddenly, 
heavily, and often.
